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The Dongyanshan National Forest Recreation Area, established
in 1994, covers an area of 906 hectares in Fuxing District of
Taoyuan City. Its name literally means “eastern eye mountain.”
Some say that this name came about due to its resemblance to a
large shining eye when viewed from Amuping of Shimen Reser-
voir. Others say it is because in the indigenous Atayal language, it is
known as Rgyax-Tongan, with “Tongan” sounding similar to
“Dongyan”. This was once a logging area and relics from that era have
been preserved, such as a charcoal kiln, a timber transport ropeway,
and a hobbyhorse. Its lush cedar plantation is another important feature.
Along the trails, a rich variety of flora and fauna can be observed, in
addition to rosy clouds, seas of clouds, and trace fossils. Forestry and
Nature Conservation Agency founded Dongyanshan Nature Center in
2007 to be an outstanding place for
outdoor educational
venue.
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Please enjoy, experience, and observe the forest instead of collecting,
destroying, leaving graffiti, polluting, or hunting.
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Please use environmentally friendly dining implements and reusable containers
in the recreation area.
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Wear clothing suited to the environment, wide-brimmed hats, and sports shoes
or mountain boots.

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The Dongman Trail passes the entrance to the Chatianshan Nature Reserve. If
you would like to visit this nature reserve, please go to the Nature Conservation
website to apply for an entry permit. Those who enter without the proper permit
issued by the competent authority are subject to a fine of NT$30,000 to
NT$150,000 according to the Cultural Heritage Preservation Act.
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Please respect nature as you enjoy the area’s animals, plants, geology,
topography,climate, and other ecological beauties.
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On the end of the Geology Trail, a natural boulder has been
erected to commemorate a large-scale afforestation
achievements in the 1950s.
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In the Trace Fossil Area are displayed fossilized remains
of burrows made by marine biology approxi-
mately 30 million years ago. These are

valuable for researching Taiwan’s
geological evolution.
